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Survey Methodology

eData was collected in Arabic from October 14-20, 2025 and January
8-14, 2026 by YouGov via an online panel of 253 (October 2025) and
252 (January 2026) Lebanese age 18 and older from over 80,000 active
panel members.

®The margin of sampling error is +/- 5.0% with a confidence level of 95%.

®Socio-demographic quotas based on World Bank data of age and gender
were applied to ensure national representatives of the data.

® All numbers of .5 and higher are rounded up in this presentation.
